Depending on how you reckon time and circumstances, there were about 20 folks living 
in one house at the time my great great grandmother left.  There were 3 teenagers, and 11 
youngsters between 0 and 11 years not to mention 2 other wives (maybe another woman 
who was Joseph Henry’s first wife too).  Mary L. Pile Felt was a cool 30 years old.  Sarah 
Strange Felt was 35, and the first wife was still only 45.
